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Medicine
•	� Small amounts of local anesthetic can be used with radial 

access prior to puncture: ~1.0mL1

•	� Spasmolytic Cocktail typically used: 200-400mcg  
of Nitroglycerin, 2.5-5mg of Verapamil1,2

	 – �Verapamil is very acidic and should be diluted with 
patient’s blood using a 20mL syringe2

	 – �A substitution for Verapamil is Nicardipene/Cardene 
•	� Anticoagulant typically delivered via IV or IA:  

50 units/kg to a max 5000 units of Heparin for DX3;  
70-100 units/kg for TX.1

Access
•	� Access site should be 2-3 cms proximal to the flexor 

crease or 1 finger width above the styloid process
•	� Use of the double wall puncture technique may  

prevent rolling of the artery1

Product
•	� The plastic jacketed wire in the Access Kit does not 

have hydrophilic coating
•	� The plastic jacketed wire should only be used with  

the Access Kit Double Wall needle
